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ÅOTPC executive committee is comprised of volunteers representing various community 

sectors within Oklahoma 

ÅThe Oklahoma Turning Point Council champions the Turning Point philosophy by supporting 

community partnerships through advocacy, sharing opportunities and resources, and 

promoting local efforts to improve the health of all Oklahomans. 
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ÅThe OTPC provides guidance and receives feedback from community partnerships on local 

and state policy issues that may impact health improvement efforts.  

ÅThis is achieved through the development of recommendations on local and state 

policy changes and by collaborating with other organizations in taking action on policy 

issues that may impact the health of all Oklahomans.  

Å In September 2015, Policy Day was held in Norman, where OTPC and community partners 

chose 3 primary policy objectives for 2016. 

ÅEducate the public and advocate for the increased price of tobacco 

ÅEducate the public and advocate for policies and programs supporting paid parental 

leave 

ÅEducate and advocate for the increased availability of health education tools and 

resources for schools 
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ÅEvery Child Succeeds Act rejects the overuse of standardized testing and empowers state and 

local governments to develop their own strong evidence based school systems1 
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ÅThe WSCC Model provides a foundation to address the critical relationship between learning 

and health2 

ÅResearch clearly demonstrates the strong correlation between the health of students and their 

academic achievement; students learn best when they are healthy.3 
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ÅEvery school district has services and programs already in place to support the health of 

students; however schools need to begin to coordinate these components to work together.4 

ÅCSH approach contained 8 core components: health education; physical education; 

counseling, physical and social services; nutrition services; staff wellness; a healthy school 

environment; and family and community involvement.4 The WSCC, however, contains 10, 

expanding health and safe school environment and family and community involvement into 4 

distinct components.2 

ÅThe WSCC model focuses its attention on the child; emphasizes a school-wide approach; and 

acknowledges learning, health and the school as being an essential part and reflection of the 

local community.5 
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
